Abstract

So far, states' obligations to reduce greenhouse gas production have proved
ineffective, and greenhouse gas emissions continue to increase.

In light of the answer
to this question, we assume that there are specific obligations imposed on states
in order to reduce the amount of greenhouse gases produced in comparison to
the past in order to achieve the goals of combating global climate change.
